The Ups and Downs of Ministry…. 

Dear praying friends, 
 
During our last letter, we shared of the excitement of hitting a new stride and being more accepted by those around us in 
Morocco. We shared how much time and patience this has taken. We also shared about the excitement of our friend, "A" 
who Pastor and I believed to be very close to bowing the knee to Christ. Much has happened since our last letter, some 
exciting and some less exciting. 
 
At our white elephant gift exchange with the English club, we had 20 people in attendance, including some 
newcomers! Many of our friends have had opportunities to hear the Gospel and our testimony, while some of the newer 
ones have not. Thank you for your continued prayer for this group, it's something we look forward to every week! Not 
only does it help us with trying to reach others, it also gives Moroccan believers opportunities to share their testimonies 
with their own countrymen. 
 
On another note, the seed of the Gospel has seemed to have been stolen from "A" who we mentioned in our last letter 
(Luke 8). He is a college student who recently took an extended trip to his home town. During this time something 
happened and we aren't sure exactly what. He sent me a message about a week ago saying he no longer wishes to discuss 
religion, is not interested in Jesus, and wants to just leave it at that. Please pray as Pastor and I navigate this difficult and 
discouraging situation. We are unsure if someone got mad at him and saw his messages and NT he had or what. 
Regardless, we will continue to be his friends as we are called to be and are convinced he knows the truth but is not 
willing to submit to it. While discouraging, this is nothing new and is common in Muslim countries. Many count the costs 
of following Christ too steep a price to pay. We are always in need of prayer as Muslims who come to Christ often go 
through challenges most of us have never seen.  

 

The English Club's white elephant gift exchange was a great 
success with 20 people coming! One of the recent additions is a 
new American friend who is a believer. She is married to a 
Moroccan Muslim. Please pray for this friendship as we hope to 
testify of the hope that is in us (1 Pt 3:15).  
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
